- Minimum partnership consists of two partners from two different 
Member States involved in the Programme;

- Projects are encouraged to create larger partnership , covering 
broader geographical areas and grouping adequate institutions for 
solving the problems tackled upon by a project; 

- Triple helix model , based on cooperation among business, 
educational institutions, and public administration is one of the forms 
of cooperation strongly encouraged by the Programme; 

- Projects should be prepared jointly by partners and, after approval, 
jointly implemented with the use of the Lead Beneficiary Principle .
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Partnership

The Programme differentiates between:

- Partners – entities that fulfill the requirements for partners or/and Lead 
Beneficiary defined for the Programme;

- Associated organisations - entities that claim no refund from the ERDF 
and participate in a project by signing the letter of commitment and with 
their own resources;

- The programme excludes so-called observers – partners or participants not 
taking part actively in the project implementation and providing no (co)
financing from their own resources;

- With respect to the high priority given to the co-operation with the 
Kaliningrad in the Operational Programme, the Programme allows 
Kaliningrad entities act as additional participants without own financing.
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• National, regional and local authorities as well as their associations;

• NGOs;

• Schools, universities, other educational organisations;

• Research and development institutions; 

• Entrepreneurship and innovation development support structures 
(business incubators, chambers of commerce);

• Other public institutions supporting and promoting sustainable 
development.

Size of projects
(recommended)
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„10% eligibility rule”

- 10% of ERDF funds can be spend by project partner for activities
outside the EU

- This enables e.g. to do complementary studies in Kaliningrad or to 
invite partners from outside the EU

„20% eligibility rule”:

- Partners in adjacent areas can consume only up to 20% of the ERDF 
funds at project level

- Individual projects might have higher shares

- Still available funds at programme level for partners in adjacent
areas to be communicated in the „call for proposals notice”

- In case of allocating some ERDF for activities 
outside the territory of European Union the 
project needs to demonstrate that such activities 
are for the benefit of the Programme area;

- Both 10 and 20% rule are calculated on 
Programme level .
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Special kinds of costs:

- Administration costs (indirect OH-costs) > eligible

- Equipment: only depreciation value within the project
lifetime eligible

- Small-scale Investments: to a minor extend eligible, as 
far as they demonstrate cross-border impact
